SUBSTRATE QUALITY / PRE-TREATMENT

The surface must be clean, dry and free of all contam-
inants such as dirt, oil, grease, coatings and surface 
treatments, etc. All dust, loose and friable material 
must be completely removed from all surfaces before 
application of the product, preferably by vacuum. Pull 
of strength shall not be less than 1.5 N/mm2. If in 
doubt apply a test area first.

MIXING

Premix the A Component and check the condition of 
the material. Add the complete contents of the B 
Component and mix A and B thoroughly to a homo-
geneous mixture. Do not dilute! 
Over mixing must be avoided to minimise air entrain-
ment.
